APPROVAL OF MINUTES: A motion was made by Rebecca Stocke to accept the minutes as presented for the January 2025 meeting. The motion was seconded by Joe Gilliland. The motion passed unanimously.



TREASURER’S REPORT & PAYMENT OF BILLS: A motion to accept the treasurer’s report, as presented, for the January 2025 board meeting was made by Joe Gilliland and seconded by Rebecca Stocke. The motion passed unanimously.

LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT: Talked to Chad Bayles right after the last board meeting.  I had asked him if the lightbulbs on the ceiling fans could be changed to brighten up the middle of the library.  He came over to check them out and we did a walk through the library to look at places that needed attention.  He said would have the bulbs replaced at the same time they changed the ceiling light in the city hall council chamber.  The other repairs will be done when he can find someone to do them.  We can get the new equipment for the restrooms from his supplier at no cost.  When everything is in the city will install the items.

Our contract with Wabash expired in January and they offered a free upgrade for our internet with a 1-year extension on the contract.  Since we have had few problems with them as our internet provider, I accepted the offer and we will now have 100/100 instead of 50/50.  

The 2025 Illinois Per Capita Grant has been sent to the state and received.

We received our final installment of property tax money, 1983.43.

It was also discussed about the possibility of reproducing a new DVD of the “Scenes of Flora – 1939” video.

NEW BUSINESS: A motion was made to approve the library’s 2024-2025 budget amendments by Rebecca Stocke, and was seconded by Jon Akers. The motion passed unanimously. 
A motion was made to approve the Library Board’s 2025 meeting dates by Joe McCoy, and seconded by Joe Gilliland. The motion passed unanimously.

CEFS Work Experience Program was discussed. CEFS reached out about whether or not we would be able to use a part-time worker at the library. Board asked Angela Garrett, Library Director to find out about the person who would be working to see if they had computer skills and other office work skills.

2025-2026 Budget changes for library’s payroll for all employees was discussed. The board of trustees agreed to a 3.5% yearly pay increase to Angela Garrett, Library Director and Assistant Library Director, Tina McCormack. Part-time employee, Deirdre Klein’s hourly wage increased to $16.75/hr. Melanie Dailey’s and Melanie Porter’s hourly wage will now be $16.00/hr. starting next fiscal year.
