FLORA PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD MEETING
MONDAY, APRIL 13, 2026

CALL TO ORDER:  President Maralee Johnson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, April 13, 2026.

PRESENT:  Maralee Johnson, Rebecca Stocke, Kari Warren, Joe Gilliland, Jon Akers, and Library Director Angela Garrett and Assistant Library Director, Tina McCormack.  Absent:  Joe McCoy, Robbin Dickey, Mark Henson and Karen Briscoe.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:  None.

CORRESPONDENCE:  Letter of resignation from Flora Public Library Treasurer, Karen Briscoe. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: 
A motion was made by to accept the minutes as presented from the March 2026 board meeting by Joe Gilliland. The motion was seconded by Jon Akers. The motion passed unanimously.

TREASURER’S REPORT:
 -Review of financial reports and bank statements.
A motion to accept the treasurer’s report for the March 2026 board meeting was made by Rebecca Stocke and seconded by Kari Warren. The motion passed unanimously.

LIBRARY DIRECTOR’S REPORT: The ladies coordinating the new Flora Community Market have asked if we can open up the back door of the library at 8:00 am on Saturday mornings when the market is set up so the public can access the restrooms.  Since I normally come in at 8 on Saturdays, I said that it would be no problem, as long as the board approves it.

As you may have noticed the giant oak tree on the corner of Main and Third has been removed.  While we understand the need to remove a diseased and dangerous tree, we are sad to see it go.
The Illinois State Treasurers office sent a representative to help people make claims on the iCASH website.  He was very pleased with the turnout of 25 people.
We had Mommy & Me and a Dr. Seuss birthday event last month.  Mommy & Me continue to have a small but loyal following.  Dr. Seuss’s birthday was celebrated by 7 children.
I was told that the Friends’ Book Sale brought in over a $1000.00 and we had over 500 on the door count for Saturday.

PAYMENT OF BILLS:     A motion was made to approve payment of the bills by Rebecca Stocke, and seconded by Kari Warren. The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Karen Briscoe, Secretary officially resigns from the Flora Public Library Board of Trustees. Karen sent a letter of resignation to Library Director, Angela S. Garrett March 20, 2026.  Rebecca Stocke graciously accepted the task of being the library’s new Secretary beginning April 2026. She requested that Tina or Angela take the minutes for her and they agreed.   President Johnson suggested asking Jane Blanchette if she would like to be on the board and the board agreed. (Maralee did discuss this with Jane Blanchette in the days after the meeting and she agreed to be on the board.  President Johnson queried the board members by text and received an acceptance of this from them.  She directed the library director to add her name to the letter asking for the 3 board members to be reappointed to the board.)

The board was asked about purchasing a new color laser printer to replace an old inkjet printer.  The library needs a new Kyocera Color Laser printer for the library’s Cataloger and Library Clerk 1, Deirdre Klein.  The new printer will be purchased from Lazerware Inc., from St. Louis, MO. A motion was made by Jon Akers to approve the purchase of the new Kyocera Color Laser Printer, and seconded by Rebecca Stocke. The motion was carried unanimously.

A motion for the reappointment of board of trustees, Maralee Johnson, Joe McCoy, and Robbin Dickey was made by Kari Warren, and seconded by Joe Gilliland. The motion was carried unanimously.

The board discussed the option of reinstating the Hot Spot Tech Checkout program.  The decision to reinstate the Tech Takeout program will be tabled until the June board meeting, to give the board time to see if there is a great interest showed by the public to use this service.

FY2026-2027 Budget & Salaries:  Board will hold off on deciding about the budget and the employee’s salaries till more information comes from the City. Director is still waiting on word from the city about the budget.
